Accord­
ing to Freude (1989, p.136), however, Z. punclivellfri.r is currently known only
from Greece and West Turkey (Aydin).

21. Zabms (Ibemwhms) curWs Serville, 1821

Drellsky ct <.II. (1951, p. 279) cited this species under "ZlI!;ru.f curtoides"
from "Pirin" (without eX:lct loc<.llity) as b<.lsed on Maran's d<.lta. In reality Z.
c:llrtoide~' Ch<.lud., 1837 is <.I junior synonym of Z.CllrtUJ Serville, 1821 known
only from South France and North Spain (Csiki, 1932, p. 1275).

22. AClipalpu.f (Acllpalplu) pum:ricofli.'>· (Coquerel, 1858)

This species was reponed by Hieke & Wrase (19R8, p. 117) from Kosharitsa.
Nesebar, Primorsko. mouth of Ropotamo and Ivanski nr. ShUll1en. According to
J;iger (1989), however, it is actually restricted to Algeria, Tunisia and Sicily,
while the relatcd species A, {Jaludicola Reitter, 1884 occurs in Bulgaria.

n. Harpa{uJ (Harpa!us) qllllllraw.\· Ch:\lldoir. 1846

Cited by Apfc1beck (1904, p. 192), Muller (1931, p, 59, nota 27) and
Bunllcister (1939, p. 179) under the name H. po!ydlmlllusTschitsch., 1897 from
··Varna. ein M;innchen". This seems to be a misidentification, because the r:lIlge
of H. quadratus covers Asia Minor, Anneni<.l and the Caucasus. A similar opin­
ion is shared by MIynar (1979. p. 77-78) and Hide & Wmse (1988, p. 13 I.).

24. HarpafllS (Harpalus) SilllllllllS Tschitscherine, 1893

This species was reported by loakimov (1904, p. 10) from "Sredna gom,
5.VlII.IR9S". According to Csiki (1932. p. 1173), it is actually known from
Siberia and Transbaiblia only. Lafer (1989. p. 192) mentioned this species also
from the Amur region. northwestern China, Mongolia and Tuva.

25, Aci/loplI.\" (Acilloplts) pilipes Brulerie, 1867

Reported for Bulgaria without exact locality (Anonyme. 1907, p. 283). it
actually occurs on the Balearcs (Burmeister. 1939, p. 169; Trautner &
Geigenrniiller. 1987. p. 371). [t is also possible that the nallle "pilipes" is just a
slightly misspelt Acillopus picipes 01.

26. Oeciesis ~'ellliob.\"Cllrus Pic. [905

Muchc (1965. p, 74) reported this species as £riorolllll.'>· semiobscllrus Pic
for "Ncseb:lr". In accordance with Csiki (1932. p. 1094), however, .remiohscurus
is ;lctually restricted to ·'PaW.stina" only.

27. Dixus capito (Serville, 1821)

Cited by Kovachev (1905, p. 6) under the name Ari.l"tus ((IIJi/a Dcj. from
"Ruse". One specimen preserved in the collection of the Narodni Muzeum in
Prague is labelled "Melnik. VlJ.1935. leg Taborsky". Probably the label is wrong.
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
